Once concrete is cured, before plastering the ceiling surface, insert the plaster ring into the
installation housing.

Plaster ring can be secured to installation housing using (2) hex head nuts and washers located
at the top of the installation housing, see Figure 2.

Plaster ring is adjustable to match depth of finished ceiling surface. To adjust plaster ring, loosen
the (2) 4mm hex head screws on either side of the installation housing. See Figure 2. Plaster
ring can be adjusted to accommodate for up to 3/4” plaster thickness.

Plaster ring provided with (12) holes and (6) T10 Torx head screws for optional attachment of
reinforcement fabric.
