. Nail all four brackets to the available ceiling structure. For attachment to T-Bar type acoustical

Measure distance between available ceiling studs and cut appropriate lengths of 1/2” trade-size
EMT.

Place provided conduit brackets over the ends of the conduit and tighten single anti-rotation screw
provided at the bottom of each bracket.

Level the rough-in pan so that the bottom of the pan rests on the back side of the ceiling material.

ceilings, the conduit brackets can be attached to Caddy Fasteners #ATS4l (not included).

. Route power supply leads into junction box:

MAIN VOLTAGE SUPPLY WIRE TO BLACK DRIVER WIRE(S);

GREEN GROUND WIRE TO GREEN DRIVER WIRE(S).

Remove faceplate by unscrewing (x2) 3mm hex screws.

. Connect loose end of the flexible conduit whip to the junction box and make the luminaire driver

wiring connection via quick-disconnect.
Place luminaire housing up into ceiling and tighten (2) 2mm hex-head screws to
engage clamping system to attach and secure luminaire housing to the ceiling panel.

. Replace faceplate, ensuring gasket is seated correctly.
