Installation: Cable Shortening
1.	Electrical cabling must be shortened on the canopy end. The steel suspension cables 	

	must only be shortened at the pendant end
2.	If steel cable needs to be cut, the end will need to be soldered in order to be 		

	reinserted into grip-lock connector. 
3.	Disconnect the luminaire from supply power. 
4.	Push steel cable into the steel ball located at the pendant side of the luminaire.
