2. Create rebar reinforcement cage in accordance with the concrete pouring
instructions 01516 (included).

3. Cast the foundation slab.

4. Install the conduit and guide it through the conduit entry in the anchorage unit.

5. Secure the anchorage unit by fastening it to the foundation slab. Place
the manhole around the anchorage base and exposed reinforcement
cage. Center the manhole and make sure the anchorage unit tube
is absolutely vertical.

6. Fill the manhole and anchorage unit with concrete up to, but not over,
the bollard tube attachment points.
