2. BEGA luminaires may be damaged if connected to conduit systems containing

water - Article 300-5G of National Electric Code requires that “Conduits or race-

ways through which moisture may contact energized live parts shall be sealed

or plugged at either or both ends”.

A separate wiring box suitable for outdoor locations for power supply connections

must be provided (by others).

Proper drainage MUST be provided. Failure to do so may result in condensation and

void warranty.

For proper installation, housing and finished surface must be installed so that the top

of the housing (bottom of faceplate) sits flush or slightly above the finished surface.

For vehicular loads, housing must be anchored to a suitable, load bearing foundation

(1-1/2” minimum depth). In all other applications, load bearing foundation should be

sufficient to support anticipated load onto fixture (anchors by others).

7. Do not use power tools to open and close fixture, use hand tools only. Failure to do
so can result in incorrect sealing of fixture and void warranty.

8. Fixture does not need to be opened for installation.
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Installation housing BB84286 Installation:

1. Establish location of wiring box, by others. Note that the luminaire is pre-wired
with 7.5’ of waterproof cable, factory sealed to the luminaire house. Ensure proper
drainage is provided. A minimum of 6” of pea gravel is required under wiring box.
More gravel may be required in areas that have poor soil drainage and/or are
subjected to freeze (Figure 1).

2. Establish foundation for installation housing. A level surface must be provided.

3. Use the (4) mounting holes in the bottom of the installation housing to anchor to the
foundation using adequate hardware (by others). Minimum 1/4” anchor bolts are
recommended (Figure 2).

4. For concrete installations, pour concrete around installation housing. Ensure that
the finished surface is either flush or below the edge of installation housing. Wait for
concrete to dry and cure before installing the rest of the luminaire.

Luminaire 84280 Installation:
1. Trim screws are zip-tied to the cable, remove bag from cable and set screws
aside.
2. Make supply wiring and cable connections inside wiring box using Kit #76 waterproof
connector kit (provided)
MAIN VOLTAGE SUPPLY WIRE TO BLACK LUMINAIRE WIRE
NEUTRAL (COMMON) SUPPLY WIRE TO WHITE LUMINAIRE WIRE
GREEN GROUND WIRE TO GREEN LUMINAIRE WIRE
Dimming (if applicable):
DIMMING CONTROL WIRE (+) TO POSITIVE DRIVER DIM CONTROL WIRE
DIMMING CONTROL WIRE (-) TO NEGATIVE DRIVER DIM CONTROL WIRE
3. Drop luminaire into installation housing noting the desired orientation.
4. Insert the (2) 4mm screws into luminaire faceplate and tighten to secure the luminaire
in the installation housing (Torque = 3.7Nm/2.7 ft-Ib).
