79827 Anchor installation (STANDARD INSTALLATION):
1
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Anchor kit 79827 must be installed in concrete. Attention to alignment, leveling, and
location is required for proper installation. This anchorage kit is buried below finished
grade. See figure 1.

Anchor base is provided with label indicating the height between the top of the anchor
base and the finished grade. See submittal drawing for additional details. Required height
between top of anchor and finished grade is 13-1/4”.

Provide means to bring supply wiring to profile pole in accordance with local code. The
template has a 2-3/4” conduit opening for conduit entry.

Use template and anchor bolts provided. Anchor bolts can be installed by either attaching
template to concrete form, or by inserting anchor bolts into poured concrete. Ensure
template and anchor bolts are leveled properly.

Align and level template so the orientation of the access door matches the desired
orientation of the profile pole. Bolt projection is 4”

Once the concrete footing is set, remove template and pull supply wiring to a height of 36”
to allow for wiring connections to be made later.

Attach anchor base to anchor bolts using leveling washers and hex nuts (provided).
Install finished grade.

1207 Direct burial anchorage installation (OPTIONAL INSTALLATION):

Direct burial option must be selected at time of order.

Remove the anchor plate from the inside of base of pole. Attach plate to bottom of pole by
tightening (2) 5mm hex head screws. Anchor plate is designed to help provide stability and
prevent rotation during installation only.

Align and level pole. Attach pole with anchor plate to sub base using hardware by others.
Bring in conduit through conduit entry in anchor base for connections to be made later.
Bury pole and finish surface. Minimum burial depth is 45”.

84703 pole and floodli?ht installation:
1. Profile pole and profile pole floodlights will ship separately. Have floodlights ready to
install, and assemble ﬂoodlights and pole together before erecting pole. Do not install pole
without floodlights. See floodlight installation for additional details.
Open top of profile pole by loosening (4) 5mm hex head screws to access floodlight wiring
connection box. See Figure 1.
Slide floodlight into channel to desired location. Secure into place by tightening (2) 4mm
hex head screws located on the floodlight mounting adaptor.
Route floodlight cable through closest slotted hole into pole.
Route floodlight cable through cable gland into the wiring connection box.
Make floodlight wiring connections in terminal block:
BLACK FLOODLIGHT WIRE TO TERMINAL BLOCK “L” (LINE VOLTAGE)
WHITE FLOODLIGHT WIRE TO TERMINAL BLOCK “N” (NEUTRAL)
GREEN FLOODLIGHT WIRE TO TERMINAL BLOCK “G” (GROUND)
0-10V DIMMING (LOR DALI DIMMING) IF APPLICABLE
PURPLE FLOODLIGHT WIRE TO TERMINAL BLOCK “DIM”
PINK FLOODLIGHT WIRE TO TERMINAL BLOCK “DIM”

accordingly. Nut at mounting adaptor must be tightened to 35Nm to secure. Knuckle set
screw must be tightened to 7Nm to secure.

Secure pole
to anchor base by tightening (8) 4mm set screws at base of pole.
